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• Governor DeWine has announced the goals of Phase 

1B of COVID-19 vaccine distribution are to save lives 

and to fully open K-12 schools by March 1. 

• This next phase will continue to prioritize our most 

vulnerable citizens:

o Individuals age 65 and older – who account for 

almost 87% of Ohio’s COVID-19 deaths.

o Those with severe congenital, developmental, or 

early-onset medical disorders.

• Schools that wish to continue or return to in-person 

learning will have the option to vaccinate their 

educators and other staff.

• The ONG has approximately 600 members who 

are medical personnel, including physicians, 

nurse practitioners, physician assistants, nurses, 

and medics. 

• Ohio is working to determine how it will best 

utilize Guard medical personnel without 

adversely affecting Ohio healthcare systems’ 

critical medical resources by removing Guard 

members from their civilian medical positions.
