The intention is to partner with parents in developing a personal ministry plan for young people that equips them with the necessary faith skills to live out their personal calling in life.

Below is a listing of faith/ministry skills that has been developed by one congregation that has a comprehensive Outcome Based approach to ministry. Their plan is to build the following assets into the children and youth of the congregation. Implementation of the plan begins in Elementary School and continues through High School focusing on various assets along the way. Their mantra is “when a young person leaves a church event that at least one faith skill has been introduced, specifically developed or further enhanced.”
