The Phishing Chain: From Click to Catastrophe
Phishing isn't just about a single malicious email; it's often the first step in a cascade of severe cyberattacks. Understanding 
this chain reaction is crucial for effective defense.

Initial Phishing Attack
The bait: a deceptive email or message designed to trick users.

Data Breaches & Theft
Once access is gained, sensitive information can be stolen or compromised.

Ransomware & Extortion
Systems are locked down, demanding payment for their release, or data is threatened to be leaked.

Financial Fraud
Attackers initiate fraudulent transactions, wire transfers, or manipulate invoices.

Business Disruption & Damage
Operations halt, reputation suffers, and recovery costs can be substantial.

What can YOU do? Cybersecurity 101 
Why it matters:

You handle customer data, bids, jobsite info

You're a target 4 not an afterthought

Ransomware hits small business just as often as big ones

One phishing link can:
Lock your files

Drain your bank account

Spoil your reputation

What is phishing? 4 fraudulent emails using social 
engineering to trick users into revealing sensitive info



Phishing Defined & Typical Tactics

What is Phishing?
Phishing = deceptive messages (often email) that try to get 
you to click links/download attachments or give personal 
info (passwords, SSNs, etc.)

Uses social engineering 4 exploiting trust, urgency, fear

Common Tactics Include:
Urgency / threats (account being closed, suspension)

Impersonating trusted services (banks, social media, 
Apple, IRS)

Generic greetings, grammar mistakes, suspicious 
sender addresses



Phishing Email Example Types (Part 1)
1

Social Media Phishing
Email pretending to be from LinkedIn, 
Facebook, etc.

Urges password resets or warns of 
account suspension

Generic greeting (e.g. "Dear user"), 
grammar errors, branding inconsistencies

2

PayPal Phishing
Claims your account is suspended, or 
that you've been "paid too much"

Contains links to fake login pages

Often no customer name, urgent tone, 
suspicious address

3

Amazon Phishing
Claims order problems, locked accounts, 
prompts to update payment info

Pressures user to act quickly

Again, generic greeting, suspect sender, 
bad grammar



Phishing Email Example Types (Part 2)
4. Google Docs / Shared 
Document Scams

Email says someone shared a document 
with you

Includes link to a fake Google login page

Unfamiliar sender, urgency, mismatched 
email address

5. IRS / Tax Scams
Promises a refund or claims mistakes 
made in your favor

Asks for SSN, personal data

Note: legit IRS communications don't 
request personal info by email

6. Suspended Account Phishing
Claims an account (Netflix, PayPal, etc.) is 
suspended

Demands you "verify" or "update" your info 
via link

Look for misspellings, missing recipient 
name, broken "To:" fields



Phishing Email Example Types (Part 3)
1 Unusual Activity Alerts

Emails warning of suspicious login or usage

Prompt to click to verify

Check the actual links, ask: did you do anything unusual?

2 CEO / Executive Phishing (Business Email 
Compromise)

Email allegedly from CEO or senior exec

Requests urgent wire transfer or data access

Sender address vs. display name mismatch, pressure tactics

3 Fake Job / Employment Phishing
Promises high pay for little work

Asks for bank account, SSN, or upfront "application fees"

Attachment or link may contain malware

4 Apple / iCloud / App Store Phishing
Warns of account issues, prompts for login via link

Claims you have an unusual Apple billing issue

Doesn't use your name, sometimes claims fictitious plans



Common Red Flags
Generic greetings ("Dear customer" vs your name)

Grammar / spelling / weird phrasing

Suspicious sender address / domain typos (e.g. 
"appel.com" instead of "apple.com")

Hover over links to verify URL (don't click blindly)

Requests for personal info (passwords, SSN)

Blurry / low-quality logos or images

Pressure / urgency ("Your account will be closed in 24 
hours!")

How to Stay Safe (The 6-Point Safety Plan)
1 Slow down

Don't click on urgency-based messages.

2 Check the sender
Look at the actual email address.

3 Hover before you click
See where links go.

4 Update passwords often
Use a password manager.

5 Enable 2FA (two-factor authentication)
Everywhere.

6 Use AI or filters
To block junk + phishing attempts.

"You don't need a firewall expert. Just follow smart habits."



What to Do If You Click / Are Already Affected

Change your password immediately (use strong, unique password)

Enable 2-Factor Authentication (2FA) on accounts

Run antivirus / malware scans

Report the phishing email (e.g. to FTC, Anti-Phishing Working Group)

Notify financial institutions / freeze credit, if sensitive data was exposed



Stay Vigilant & Protect Yourself
Best Practices

Take emails urging urgent action with skepticism

Always verify directly (go to website manually, don't click 
link)

Use security tools (antivirus, email filters, anti-phishing 
tools)

Remember
Educate others 4 coworkers, friends, family

Even good security software can't prevent all attacks 4 
vigilance is key
