Computer Setup Requirements

Every computer workstation used for NOCTI online assessment administration must be configured by following the steps below.
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It is essential that the following steps be completed using the profile that students will use to login to the workstation with on testing day.  Many sites have more than one profile (administrator profile, student profile, etc.).  If the configuration steps are not completed using the profile that students will use to login, students will be unable to access the Online Assessment System to take their assessment.
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Trusted Site Verification - The following steps must be followed for every computer that will be used for administration.

· Select the Trusted Sites icon
