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Responsibilities to be fulfilled by the physician in supervising the physician assistant:
Comply with all the rules and regulations in ORC and OAC Chapter 4730.

Exercise supervision, control and direction of the physician assistant in accordance with ORC
4730.21 including development and maintenance of a quality assurance program.

Authorize a physician assistant to perform services that are in the supervising physician’s
normal course of practice and expertise and that the physician has determined the physician
assistant is competent to perform.

Authorize the physician assistant to prescribe drugs and therapeutic devices as listed in the PA
Formulary only if the PA has prescriptive authority and a prescriber number.

Authorize the physician assistant to delegate the performance of tasks to implement a patient’s
plan of care and/or delegate the administration of drugs to non-licensed personnel.

Authorize the physician assistant to direct the execution of procedures or techniques by a
registered nurse or licensed practical nurse in the care and treatment of a person.

Regularly perform any other reviews of the physician assistant considered necessary.

The responsibilities to be fulfilled by the physician assistant when performing services under
the physician’s supervision:

Comply with all the rules and regulations in ORC and OAC Chapter 4730.

Perform services within the supervising physician’s normal course of practice and expertise and
that the supervising physician has determined the physician assistant is competent to perform.

Delegate the performance of tasks to implement a patient’s plan of care and/or delegate the
administration of drugs to non-licensed personnel.

Order and direct the execution of procedures or techniques by a registered nurse or licensed
practical nurse in the care and treatment of a person.

Only with physician delegated prescriptive authority, order and prescribe drugs and therapeutic
devices as listed in the PA Formulary and within the physician’s scope of practice.



Any limitations on the responsibilities to be fulfilled by the physician assistant:

Unless otherwise prohibited in ORC and OAC Chapter 4730, there are no limitations placed on
the PA’s scope of practice.

Any service or drug that the supervising physician does not want the physician assistant to
perform or administer.

The circumstances under which the physician assistant is required to refer a patient to the
supervising physician:

A patient requests to see the physician.

A patient has unresolved conditions.
A patient presents with critical co-morbidities that are not under control.

The physician requests to see the patient.
