Each year the Board of Directors selects several individuals to be 
awarded our "Hank Miller Memorial Scholarship�' An eligible 
applicant must be a graduating son or daughter of a coach who 
has been an OHSBCA member for a minimum of five consecutive 
years. This year, 11 worthy students have been awarded a 
scholarship. Hank Miller, Canton McKinley High School, was 
inducted into the OHSBCA Hall of Fame in 1975. Hank was 
a teacher of Industrial Arts and Vocational Carpentry for 39 
years. He retired from Canton City Schools in 1989. He coached 
many sports including tennis, golf, basketball and his favorites 
football and baseball. He was a World War II veteran who served 
in the Marine Corps. Hank graduated from Canton Township

officiated basketball and served as recreational director for the 
city of Louisville.

Athletic Hall of Fame. He was the founder of the Hank Miller 
High School baseball series. 

Carter Nickel is the son of Nolan and Amanda Crabtree. Both parents are educators in the Valley Local Schools 
where Nolan is the head varsity football and baseball coach. Carter was a four year varsity letter winner in football, 
basketball, and baseball. He was a 1st Team All Ohio, All District and All Conference baseball player. He was 
a member of the National Honor Society, a Heisman High School Scholarship school winner, and is currently 
attending Georgetown College majoring in Biochemistry.
