Greetings ELCA World Hunger Leaders and friends,  

It hardly seems like it was four months ago that some of us were to-

gether in beautiful San Francisco for the 2015 ELCA World Hunger 

Leadership Gathering. It was great to see old friends and make ac-

quaintance with some of the new Hunger Leaders. We especially ap-

preciated the opportunity to share about the Domestic Hunger 

Grants program. Our team cannot do our work without the dedica-

tion and tireless work of Hunger Leaders who encourage and assist 

congregations and social ministry organizations with funding applica-

tions. We very much appreciate the work that you do. 

You may recall from our presentations in January that the Domestic Hunger Grants program 

has move to a two-year funding cycle. The grant application is now available. The application 

can be found at www.ELCA.org\domestichungergrants. As you share the link with member 

organizations in your network, be sure and remind them that the application must be complet-

ed and submitted on or before July 10, 2015. Organizations approved for funding can expect 

grant payments in February or March 2016. 

There are many exciting and important hunger related program services that our congregations 

and social ministry organizations provide on a daily basis  for people around the United States. 

One such organization we are especially excited about is Care Connection Network, Inc. The 

network is a ministry of Lutheran Church of the Resurrection in Huntington Beach, Calif. Care 

Connection Network strives to empower older adults to age in their communities safely and 

comfortably by offering educational opportunities to help them age with confidence, social and 

cultural events to keep them connected with the community, referrals to vetted service provid-

ers to help them live independently longer and a volunteer program to provide assistance for 

many of their needs.  

Thank you again for your support of ELCA World Hunger - through your gifts and your min-

istries. We look forward to reviewing proposals for Domestic Hunger Grants this year. Please 

see page 2 of the newsletter for more information about the types of Domestic Hunger Grants 

available and how to learn more and get in touch with organizations in your area.

Domestic Hunger Grants in action 

Domestic Hunger Grants support projects in four categories of 

ministry: relief, development, organizing and advocacy. In 2015, 

324 projects were funded through a total of $739,075 in grants. 

The breakdown of the funding across the project categories is: 

 6 Advocacy Projects  

 58 Development Projects  

 41 Organizing Projects  

 219 Relief Projects                                           

Through these four areas of focus, Domestic Hunger Grants both 

contribute to meeting immediate needs of families around the 

country and also look toward long-term growth and development 

in communities.  In the relief sector too, funds allow organizations 

to expand and improve existing structures and services.

Lutheran Disaster Response in Nepal 

Lutheran Disaster Response (LDR) 

the ELCA’s disaster and emergency 

response ministry, has made an initial 

commitment of $500,000 to relief 

and recovery efforts through three of 

our trusted ecumenical partners: The 

Lutheran World Federation, Luther-

Prior to the earthquakes, ELCA World Hunger-supported projects were 

already active in the region, including an emergency response hub set-up 

by The Lutheran World Federation. ELCA World Hunger and Lutheran 

Disaster Response were in relationship with communities in Nepal long 

before the recent disasters, and we will continue to support recovery 

efforts long after. If you’d like to

Always Being Made New: The Campaign for the ELCA — Totals as of the close of March 2015 

ELCA World Hunger (toward The Campaign for the ELCA goal of $115 million by end of FY18) $20.90 million 

ELCA Malaria Campaign (toward overall goal of $15 million by end of FY15) $13.96 million 

Overall The Campaign for the ELCA (toward overall goal of $198 million by end of FY18) $47.63 million 

ELCA Malaria Campaign passes $14 million!  

Since the close of March, the ELCA Malaria Campaign has sur-

passed the $14 million milestone, and we couldn’t have done it 

without you! We have 1 million to go in order to fully fund the 

malaria programs of our companions and partners and to reach 

our goal. The ELCA Malaria Campaign has raised $14.1 million 

so far, which puts us over 94 percent of the way to reaching our 

$15 million goal. Thank you for contributing your time, talents 

and resources to this campaign.
