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The Amazing Grace Day Camp Task Force continues
to roll out to new communities. We are so grateful for
our partners at Lutheran Outdoor Ministries in Ohio
(LOMO). They continue to work with us to shape a
quality camp experience for our campers. We are also
grateful for congregations who not only want to share
the Gospel with the children and families of their
communities.

This work would not be possible without your support. While the Synod’s allocation of funds
for this ministry in the annual budget is essential, we simply couldn’t cover all of its costs
without the gifts of individuals and congregations from across our synod. Thank you!

We were able to support 7 camps (about 290 campers) in 2019: St. Paul, Ironton; Augsburg,
Cincinnati; St. Mark’s, Delaware; Good Shepherd, Kettering; Fellowship, Columbus; St. John’s,
Zanesville and Resurrection, Hilliard. We continued to do our training online again this year via
Facebook Live.

Many thanks are due to the AGDC Task Force members for their hard work and commitment.
Those serving on the Task Force with me are as follows: Gary Pecuch (Synod representative),
who shares with us his expertise in youth and family ministries; Rod Pearce (LOMO
representative), who gives us the benefit of his experience in outdoor ministries; and Jodi Diehl.
We also welcomed 2 new members to the Task Force after our camps ended last summer. We’d
like to welcome Pastor Robin Wargowsky who serves at Fellowship, Columbus and Pastor
Jennell Rue who serves at Zion, Middletown. We look forward to working with them as we
continue to provide this wonderful ministry.

The Task Force would like to thank all the communities and individuals who have given to
AGDC, your support is very much appreciated. If your congregation would like to share in the
Amazing Grace Day Camp experience, please let the Task Force know.
