Thanks so much for participating in this event. Below is basic information to be shared with your group between now and April 27th to assure enough fund-raising time.
Collecting Donations – Determine how funds will be raised by both individuals and groups.
Explain the idea of asking friends, neighbors, family, etc. to donate to Shack City/ for Habitat for Humanity homes to be built for families in need.  Decide if you want to have a Sunday dedicated to collecting from your congregation after services, or a special offering to support the youth’s efforts. 

Envelopes for collection and record keeping.  Please review these together so that students understand their role and responsibilities in tracking donations.   

Receipts are inside each envelope for people donating $25 or more, though these can be offered to every contributor.  Please look at those together so that the youth know how to complete them.  (Receipts can be reproduced, or I can provide more as needed.) 

Conduct agreement on the envelope - signed by youth and a permission waiver to be signed by parents. 

Adult chaperones - Please plan to have at least one adult attend all night for every 5-6 students attending the Shack City hours of 8:00pm until 8:00am.  

BOXES -Talk to the youth about each person’s plans to find an adequate box during the weeks before the event.  These may be hard to find at the last minute – just as it is for a homeless person.

Plan to bring: box, duct tape, flash light, quilt/sleeping bag, pillow, plastic to protect from dew and ground, warm clothes, snacks or water 

Eat dinner before coming. No food will be provided (to simulate homelessness), and the students are not permitted to leave during the event. Cell phones etc. are allowed, though not the focus of the evening.

We will clean up all trash and leave no trace of having been there just as a homeless person must do who has no place to sleep.  Recycle boxes at home.
