Helping Each Other

    HANDLING ISSUES
Tobacco, Alcohol, Drugs, Fireworks, Lighters, Knifes, and Firearms 
We will not use drugs, alcohol, tobacco, or any other drug.  If we do, we will be sent home.  Prescription drugs will be kept secure by an adult chaperone from the congregation.  Fireworks, Lighters, Knifes, and Firearms are strictly forbidden.
Cabins and Lights Out
Individuals will not enter a cabin that is not assigned to them and will be respectful of others belongings.  All will attend assigned cabin time and observe lights out.  Campers must stay in their cabins after lights out except for bathhouse visits approved by cabin chaperones.  We will use our rest time appropriately in order to maximize our weekend experience.
Cell Phones, Ipods, MP 3 Players, CD’s, and Other Electronic Gadgets
Although cell phones are welcome students may only use their cell phones during designated free time.  Ipods, mp3 players, CD’s etc… are not to be brought to event.  Our main goal for the weekend is the building of relationships between individuals and congregations.
